The tariff classification of girl’s shortall from the Philippines

Dear Ms. Fox:


In your letter dated January 25, 2006, on behalf of your client Sugartown Worldwide, Inc., you requested a classification ruling.


Submitted style 64181 is a girl’s woven shortall. The item has a high-rise bib front and a high-rise back. There are self-fabric straps which originate on both sides of the back bib, cross the shoulders and attach by means of metal clips and buttons to both sides of the front bib. The article has two side entry pockets and two rear patch pockets. The submitted garment is a girl’s size 5. 


As requested the sample will be returned to you. 


The applicable subheading for the shortall,  style 64181, will be 6204.62.2050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for women’s or girls’ bib and brace overalls, of cotton, other, girls’, other.  The duty rate will be 8.9 percent ad valorem.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change. The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


Girl’s woven cotton shortalls fall within textile category designation 237.  Quota and visa status are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.  To obtain the most current information as to whether quota and visa requirements apply to this merchandise, we suggest that you check, close to the time of shipment, the “Textile Status Report for Absolute Quotas” available at our web site at www.cbp.gov.
