Component Construction: Knit to Shape

· Front and back panels - full fashion marks at the armholes, clear and continuous lines of demarcation at front and rear necklines 

· Sleeves - full fashion marks at the armholes              

· Collar and placket – self start bottom, self-finished sides

· All components are knit to shape and assembled by linking and looping
