Garment Description:  Men’s 100% cotton, rib knit pullover, stand up collar, partial opening at neck with a zipper closure, long sleeves with a self start bottom that is turned and linked and looped, and a waistband with a self start bottom that is turned and linked and looped.

Garment Description:  Boy’s 100% cotton, rib knit pullover, crew neck, long sleeves with a self start bottom that is turned and linked and looped, and a waistband with a self start bottom that is turned and linked and looped.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count:  18 stitches per 2 centimeters
HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count:    9 stitches per 2 centimeters

Garment Description:  Women’s 100% cotton, thermal knit pullover, rib knit crew neckline, long vented sleeves with a four button closure at the wrist area, rib knit cuffs, rib knit waistband

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count:    6 stitches per 2 centimeters


Although you suggest classification under the provisions of Statistical Note 6, the stitch count does not meet the requirements of the provision.
