Dear Ms. Marren:


In your letter dated April 2006, you requested a classification ruling.  The submitted samples will be returned to you as requested.

Garment Description: 55% acrylic, 45% cotton cardigan with ¾ length sleeves, a round neckline and a full front zippered opening

Component Construction: Placket facing not knit to shape, back panel show partial lines of demarcation.  Garment is not knit to shape.
