The tariff classification of women’s knitted garments from China; applicability of HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6

Dear Ms. Rasco:


In your letter dated May 31, 2006, you requested a classification ruling on behalf of Modes Corwick Inc.  The submitted samples will be returned to you as requested.


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Style Number: K1807U-138

Garment Description: 83% rayon, 15% nylon, 2% spandex pullover, long sleeves, V-neckline, mock wrap front, self-fabric tie

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 stitches

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: under 18 stitches

Component Construction: No lines of demarcation on back panel at neck and pieces identified as “back neck”, “right under neck” and “ left under neck” are not knit to shape.  Garment is not knit to shape.

HTSUS Number: 6110.30.3059

Textile Category Number: 639

Style Number: K1810U-180

Garment Description: 35% cotton, 30% viscose, 20% nylon, 10% angora, 5% wool sleeveless pullover, V-neckline, sequins around neckline.  Garment is not a vest, lacks oversized armholes.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: under 18 stitches

Component Construction: “Left neck”, “right neck”, bottom hem and back panel are not knit to shape.  Garment is not knit to shape.

Garment Description: 75% rayon, 25% nylon long pullover, long sleeves, mock neck

Component Construction: No lines of demarcation at back neckline.  Garment is not knit to shape.

Garment Description: 83% rayon, 15% nylon 2% spandex V-neck pullover, ¾ length sleeves

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 stitches

Component Construction: Neck pieces are not knit to shape, back panel has no lines of demarcation at neck.  Garment is not knit to shape.
