The tariff classification of preserved olives and onions, olive juice, a plastic shaker, and stainless steel olive forks from China.

Dear Mr. Gat:


In your letters dated April 12, 2006, May 8, 2006, and facsimile transmission dated June 29, 2006, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


A sample and pictorial literature were submitted with your first letter, complete ingredients breakdowns were submitted with your second letter, and additional cost and composition information were provided with your facsimile transmission.  The sample was examined and disposed of.  Item no. DM-219809 Martini Valet is a retail gift pack containing one bottle filled with olives and onions, one bottle of olive juice, a plastic shaker, two metal olive forks, and a “leatherette” serving tray.   The pearl onions and pimiento-stuffed, green olives, are packed in a liquid salt brine.   The olive juice is said to contain water, olive juice, salt, and sodium benzoate. The bottles measure 4-1/4 inches tall and 1-1/2 inches square.  The plastic shaker measures 5-1/5 inches tall and 2-1/2 inches in diameter.  The olive forks are made of stainless steel, contain nickel, measure 12.065 centimeters long, and cost 30 cents each.  The “leatherette” valet tray is a dark brown colored article made from a three-layer construction consisting of paperboard covered with cellular PVC sheeting and backed with a woven textile.


The applicable subheading for the pearl onions and stuffed olives in brine will be 2005.90.9700, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States, (HTSUS), which provides for other vegetables prepared or preserved otherwise than by vinegar or acetic acid….other vegetables…and mixture of vegetables…other.  The duty rate will be 11.2 percent ad valorem.


The applicable subheading for the olive juice will be 2106.90.9998, HTSUS, which provides for food preparations not elsewhere specified or included…other… other…other.  The rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.


The applicable subheading for the plastic shaker with jigger cap will be 3924.10.4000, HTSUS, which provides for tableware, kitchenware, other household articles…of plastics…tableware and kitchenware…other.  The rate of duty will be 3.4 percent ad valorem.


The applicable subheading for the valet tray will be 3924.90.5500, HTSUS, which provides for other household articles…of plastics…other.  The rate of duty will be 3.4 percent ad valorem.


The applicable subheading for the olive fork will be 8215.99.0500, HTSUS, which provides for spoons, forks, ladles, skimmers, cake-servers, fish-knives, butter-knives, sugar tongs and similar kitchen or tableware…and base metal parts thereof…other…other…forks…with stainless steel handles…with handles containing nickel or containing over 10 percent by weight of manganese…other.  The rate of duty will be 0.5¢ each, plus 8.5% ad valorem.
