Dear Ms. Beckford:


In your letter dated June 19, 2006, written on behalf of H & M Hennes & Mauritz LP,  you requested a classification ruling.


Submitted style 216150/1626, manufactured from finely knitted fabric of 79% viscose/21% lurex, is an unlined garment that does not reach the waist, and that is further characterized by long sleeves, by a deeply cut, v-neck, and by a one-button, frontal closure at the  lower edge.


As you have requested, the sample garment and its accompanying component parts are being returned.


The applicable subheading for this style will be 6104.39.1000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for women’s…suit-type jackets, blazers…knitted…of other textile materials, of artificial fibers.  The duty rate will be 24 per cent ad valorem.  As a garment classified in heading 6104  HTS, the knit to shape provisions of statistical note 6, Chapter 61, do not apply.  They only apply to garments of heading 6110 HTS. 


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


This garment falls within textile category designation 635.  Quota and visa status are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.
