The tariff classification of two women’s knitted garments from India; applicability of HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6.

Dear Ms. Boullet:


In your letter dated June 26, 2006, you requested a classification ruling.  We are returning your samples as you requested.


Following is a description of two samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Style Number:  AL2107  

Garment Description: Long sleeved cardigan.  The front, back, top of the sleeves, and the hood are constructed from100% cotton, French terry knit fabric.  The side panels, under the sleeves, sleeve cuffs and the bottom are constructed from 2X2 rib knit 100% cotton knit fabric.  The garment features a hood, a full front opening with a zipper closure, pockets at the waist, and loose fitting cuffs and bottom.  The outer surface of the 2X2 rib knit fabric measures fewer than 9 stitches per 2 centimeters in the direction that the stitches were formed.  The essential character of the garment is given by the French terry knit fabric of the front, back and the top of the sleeves. Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), General Rules of Interpretation (GRI), Rule 3, noted.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 stitches. 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: more than 18 stitches. 

Component Construction: The garment is cut and sewn and not knit to shape.

Garment Description: Long sleeved cardigan.  The front, back, and under the sleeves are constructed from 77% cotton, and 23% polyester fleece knit fabric that is brushed on the inside surface.  The shoulders, top of the sleeves, cuffs and bottom of the garment are constructed from 2X2 rib knit 100% cotton knit fabric.  The garment features a collar, a full front opening with a zipper closure, pockets at the waist, and loose fitting cuffs and bottom.  The outer surface of the 2X2 rib knit fabric measures fewer than 9 stitches per 2 centimeters in the direction that the stitches were formed.  The essential character of the garment is given by the fleece knit fabric of the front, back and under the sleeves. Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), General Rules of Interpretation (GRI), Rule 3, noted.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 stitches. 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: more than 18 stitches. 

Component Construction: The garment is cut and sewn and not knit to shape.
