Following is the description of the sample that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provision that applies.

Garment Description:  long sleeve cardigan with v neckline 45% cotton, 55% acrylic 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: over 9 but equal to or less than 18 per 2 centimeters

Component Construction:  all components knit to shape and linked and looped 

HTSUS Number: 6110.30.3057

Textile Category Number: 639
