The tariff classification of four women’s sleepwear garments from China.    

Dear Ms. Fox:


In your letter dated June 26, 2006, you requested a classification ruling for four women’s knit garments on behalf of Ariela Alpha International LLC.  The submitted samples will be returned to you, as requested.          

Style FF17300 is a woman’s pullover styled pajama top constructed from 100 percent cotton knit fabric.  The short sleeve top has a rounded, capped neckline, short capped sleeves, and a hemmed bottom.  

Style FF17400 is a woman’s camisole styled pajama top constructed from 100 percent cotton knit fabric.  The top has ¼ inch shoulder straps, a V neckline with lace-like trim, a tunnel empire waistband under the bust with an adjustable ribbon drawstring; and a plain, hemmed bottom.  

Style FF17100 is a woman’s sleep shirt (nightgown) constructed from 100 percent cotton knit fabric.  The sleep shirt, which extends to mid thigh, has a rounded, capped neckline; short sleeves; and a plain, hemmed bottom.

Style FF17200 is a woman’s camisole styled nightgown constructed from 100 percent cotton knit fabric.  The mid-thigh length nightgown has ¼ inch adjustable shoulder straps; a V neckline with lace-like trim; and a tiered bottom with lace-like trim finish. 


The applicable subheading for styles FF17300, and FF17400 will be 6108.91.0030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Women’s…pajamas…and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: Of cotton: Other.  The duty rate will be 8.5% ad valorem.  



The applicable subheading for styles FF17100, and FF17200 will be 6108.31.0010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Women’s…nightdresses…knitted or crocheted: Of cotton.  The duty rate will be 8.5% ad valorem.  



Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change. The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


Styles FF17300, and FF17400 fall within textile category designation 350; styles FF17100, and FF17200 falls within textile category designation 351.  Quota and visa status are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.
