In your letter dated June 30, 2006, you requested a classification ruling on behalf of Fair Vane Corp. 


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Garment Description: 82% cotton, 18% spandex finely knit sleeveless garment, with a deep v-neck line and a four-button closure at the waist

Component Construction: garment does not qualify for consideration under statistical note 6 to Chapter 61; the garment is not classifiable in heading 6110 as it does not provide sufficient front coverage
