The tariff classification of women’s knitted garments from China; applicability of HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6

Dear Ms. Rasco:


In your letter dated June 30, 2006, you requested a classification ruling on behalf of Fair Vane Corp. 


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Garment Description: long sleeved cardigan made of 46% rayon, 38% nylon and 16% rabbit knit fabric

Component Construction: no line of demarcation on the back panel for the neckline

Garment Description: long sleeved v-neck pullover made of 46% rayon, 38% nylon and 16% rabbit finely knit fabric

Component Construction: all pieces knit to shape with curvature shown for the back panel; all pieces linked and looped together

Garment Description: 82% cotton, 18% spandex knit front zippered cardigan with long sleeves, an attached hood and front pockets

Component Construction: incomplete lines of demarcation for separation of the front panel; only two insufficient marker holes of the neckline on the back panel; hook not knit to shape; neck facings not knit to shape, zipper placket (interior) not knit to shape, (must be cut into two pieces to fit)

Garment Description: 82% cotton, 18% spandex finely knit v-neck, long sleeved pullover

Component Construction: two marker holes (insufficient) to delineate the curvature of the back neckline
