Dear Mr. Spoto:


In your letter dated July 18, 2006, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of 5 Star Apparel LLC. 

Style Number: M706509

Garment Description: Men’s 100% cotton, jersey knit cardigan, rib knit turtleneck collar, full front opening with a zippered closure, long sleeves with rib knit cuffs, two pouch pockets below the waist, and a rib knit bottom.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

Construction:  Garment is not knit to shape

· Front panel has a contoured neckline and full fashion marks at the armholes but does not have a continuous line of demarcation (through the rib waistband) for the center placket.  The line of demarcation must delineate the full placket.
· Jersey knit capping at the zipper placket and pocket edge does not have a self-start bottom.

· Pouch pocket component does not have a self-start bottom and does not have a center line of demarcation for the zipper opening.
