In your letter dated July 30, 2006, you requested a classification ruling on behalf of Johnny Appleseeds, Inc. 


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Garment Description: 78% cotton, 19% nylon, 3% spandex knit short-sleeved pullover

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: equal to or less than 18 stitches per 2 centimeters

Component Construction:  all components are knit to shape and assembled by linking or looping

Style Number: A06052 – the sample is being retained by this office

Garment Description: long sleeved buttoned cardigan made of 78% cotton, 19% nylon, 3% spandex knit fabric

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: equal to or less than 18 stitches per 2 centimeters

Component Construction: the front plackets are sewn down the entire length of the opening; all components must be linked or looped

Garment Description: sleeveless pullover with scoop neckline, made of 100% cotton knit fabric
