The tariff classification of a porcelain bowl from China

Dear Ms. Lall:


In your letter, dated September 5, 2006, you requested a tariff classification ruling regarding a small bowl, style number CWFBIVR.


A sample of the bowl was submitted with your ruling request.  In accordance with your request, this sample will be returned to you.


You stated that the bowl consists of porcelain.


The diameter of the opening of the bowl is approximately four inches. The diameter is much narrower at the bottom of the bowl. The depth of the article is approximately two inches.


 Although your letter describes this article as a cereal bowl, the submitted sample is much smaller and narrower than a cereal bowl.   The small bowl you submitted and identified as style number CWFBIVR is not a cereal bowl.

The applicable subheading for the small porcelain bowl, style number CWFBIVR, will be 6911.10.8010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for tableware, kitchenware, other household articles and toilet articles, of porcelain or china:  tableware and kitchenware:  other:  other:  other:  other:  suitable for food or drink contact.  The rate of duty will be 20.8 percent ad valorem.


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).

A copy of the ruling or the control number indicated above should be provided with the entry documents filed at the time this merchandise is imported.
