Dear Ms. Fox:


In your letter dated September 15, 2006, you requested a classification ruling, on behalf of your client Leonard Feinberg, Inc.  We are returning your sample as you requested.


Following is a description of the sample that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provision that applies.

Style Number:  3530  

Garment Description: A woman’s pullover constructed from 100% cotton knit fabric.  The garment features long sleeves with rib knit cuffs, a hood, kangaroo pockets at the waist, and a wide rib knit bottom.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 stitches. 

Component Construction:  The garment is cut and sewn and not knit to shape.  HTSUS Number: 6110.20.2079

Textile Category Number: 339
