HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

Component Construction: All components are knit to shape and assembled by linking and looping

· Front and back panels – Contoured front and back necklines and full fashion marks at the armholes. 

· Sleeves - Full fashion marks at the armholes.

· Spread collar and continuously knit attached placket strips – Self-start bottom and self-finished sides.
