In your letter dated November 6, 2006 you requested a classification ruling.


Following is a description of the sample that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provision that applies.

Style Number:  WF7BE7210M

Garment Description: Women’s 100% cotton knitted long sleeve turtleneck pullover 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count:  Over nine stitches per two centimeters 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: Equal to or less than eighteen stitches per two centimeters

Component Construction: All meet requirements of statistical note 6 to Chapter 61

HTSUS Number: 6110.20.2077

Textile Category Number:  339 


Style WF7BE7210M falls within textile category 339.  With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.  The textile category number above applies to merchandise produced in non-WTO member-countries.  Quota and visa requirements are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.
