The tariff classification of Coca Sek from Columbia

Dear Mr. Bernal:


In your letter dated March 1, 2006, on behalf of Nasa Esh’s Coca Nasa Calderas Indian Safeguard Company, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


Descriptive information was included with your request.  The subject merchandise is described as an energy drink.  The product is stated to contain 70 percent carbonated water, 18 percent coco leaves extract concentrate, 11.5 percent sweetening, and small quantities of various additives, including citric acid and sodium benzoate.  It is understood that the sweetening will be cane sugar.  The product will be imported in 250 cc glass or PET bottles, and in 350 cc tinplate soda cans.  


The applicable subheading for the Coca Sek will be 2202.10.0040, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Waters, including mineral waters and aerated waters, containing added sugar or other sweetening matter or flavored, and other nonalcoholic beverages, not including fruit or vegetable juices of heading 2009: Waters, including mineral waters and aerated waters, containing added sugar or other sweetening matter or flavored: Carbonated soft drinks…other.  The rate of duty will be 0.2 cents per liter.
