The subject merchandise, based on the submitted information, is electric table and floor-standing household lamps, which are stated to be made from bamboo.


The applicable subheading for the these electric table and floor-standing lamps will be 9405.20.8010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Lamps and lighting fittings…not elsewhere specified or included…Electric table, desk, bedside or floor-standing lamps: Other than of base metal: Household.  The rate of duty will be 3.9 percent ad valorem.
