The tariff classification of decorative mango wood plates from Thailand

Dear Mr. Kauth:


In your letter dated July 25, 2006 you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The ruling was requested on wooden trays or plates, made from mango wood.   Four photographs were submitted, which show square and rectangular plate-like containers in assorted sizes.  The plates have pedestal bases and slanted, curved edges.  They are placed on top of furniture and used as decorative accessories.  They may be used to hold a variety of articles, such as flowers or candy.  However, they are not used for dining.  


The applicable subheading for the decorative mango wood plates or trays will be 4420.90.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for wooden articles of furniture not falling within chapter 94.  The duty rate will be 3.2 percent ad valorem.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


Articles classifiable under subheading 4420.90.8000, HTSUS, which are products of Thailand may be entitled to duty free treatment under the Generalized System of Preferences (GSP) upon compliance with all applicable regulations.  The GSP is subject to modification and periodic suspension, which may affect the status of your transaction at the time of entry for consumption or withdrawal from warehouse. To obtain current information on GSP, check our Web site at www.cbp.gov and search for the term "GSP".

The holding set forth above applies only to the specific factual situation and merchandise description as identified in the ruling request.  This position is clearly set forth in 19 CFR 177.9(b)(1).  This section states that a ruling letter is issued on the assumption that all of the information furnished in the ruling letter, either directly, by reference, or by implication, is accurate and complete in every material respect.
