Dear Mr. Gazitua:


In your letter dated January 15, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  As requested, your sample is being returned. 

Style Number: 47MG2205

Garment Description: Men’s 100% cotton, jersey knit, polo-style pullover, rib knit spread collar, partial front opening with three button closures, short sleeves with tubular knit cuffs, tubular knit bottom. 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

Component Construction: All components are knit to shape and assembled by linking and looping.

· Front and back panels - Full fashion marks at the armholes, contoured front and back necklines, tubular knit bottom. 

· Sleeves - Full fashion marks at the armholes, tubular knit bottom. 

· Collar - Self-start bottom, self-finished sides.

· Placket strips – Self-start bottom, self-finished sides.
