In your letter dated February 12, 2007 you requested a classification ruling on behalf of your client Lai’s Knitwear Mfg., Ltd. 


Following are description(s) of the sample(s) that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provision(s) that apply.

Style Number: 3257

Garment Description: Women’s long sleeve pullover constructed of 100% cotton knitted fabric featuring a stand up collar and a zippered partial front closure.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: More than nine stitches per two centimeters.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: Equal to or less than eighteen stitches per two centimeters.

Component Construction: All components are knit to shape and assembled by looping and linking.  All meet the requirements of statistical note 6 to Chapter 61 HTSUS.

HTSUS Number: 6110.20.2077

Textile Category Number: 339

Style Number: J21A17198

Garment Description: Women’s pullover constructed of 77% rayon and 23% nylon knitted fabric featuring ¾ length sleeves with a V-neckline.


HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: More than nine stitches per two centimeters.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: Equal to or less than eighteen stitches per two centimeters.

Component Construction: All components are knit to shape and assembled by looping and linking.  All meet the requirements of Statistical note 6 to Chapter 61 HTSUS.

Textile Category Number: 639
