In your letter dated March 21, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of American Eagle Outfitters, Inc..  As requested, your samples are being returned.

Style Number: 9221

Garment Description: Men’s 70% cotton, 30% wool, jersey knit sweater with a V-neckline, a full front opening with four button closures, long raglan sleeves with rib knit cuffs, patch pockets below the waist, elbow patches on each sleeve, and a rib knit bottom.  

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: 9 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: Not applicable

Component Construction: The provisions of Chapter 61, Statistical Note 6 do not apply to garments classified as sweaters.

Style Number: 9230

Garment Description: Men’s 80% cotton, 20% wool, jersey knit sweater with a rib knit crew neckline, long sleeves with rib knit cuffs, reverse armhole seams, a half-moon sweat patch at the rear neckline, and a rib knit bottom.
