The tariff classification of a decorative agglomerated stone article from China

Dear Ms. Davis:


In your letter dated April 18, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A representative sample designated as “Catsmopolitan” – style number 28261, which is part of a five-piece collection referred to as “Chix Night Out”, was sent to our Customs laboratory for analysis. 


The submitted sample consists of a 2 ½ inch agglomerated stone figurine of a cat resting on top of a 4 ½  inch martini glass that is filled with a pink rubber-like substance.  A lime wedge and sugar composed of agglomerated stone decorate the rim of the glass.  A wine charm composed of glass beads is around the stem of the glass.


You indicated in your letter that the cat figurine is composed of stone powder agglomerated with plastic resin.

     
Analysis of the sample taken by our laboratory is consistent with your description of its composition.



     
The applicable subheading for the decorative agglomerated stone article resting on a glass (Catsmopolitan – style number 28261) will be 6810.99.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for articles of…artificial stone, whether or not reinforced: other articles: other.  The rate duty will be free.
