The tariff classification of men’s knitted garments from China; applicability of HTSUS Chapter 61, Statistical Note 6

Dear Mr. Gazitua:


In your letter dated April 18, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Your sample is being retained for our files.

Style Number:  V7FG0098

Garment Description: Men’s 100% cotton, 3 x 2 rib knit cardigan; rib knit turtleneck collar; full front opening with a zipper closure; 100% polyester woven fabric on the front panel; long sleeves with rib knit cuffs; rib knit bottom.      

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: 15 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: 9 stitches per 2 centimeters

Component Construction: 


The knit to shape provisions are not applicable.  The stitch count of the garment does not meet the requirements of Chapter 61, Statistical Note 6.  


In addition, the woven fabric component sewn onto the front panel is not an overlay since it forms the zipper placket and is sewn into the zipper seam.  Also, the marker holes at the rear neckline, the partial lines of demarcation at the front neckline, the woven fabric pockets on the front panel, and the cut to length placket tape would preclude consideration in the knit to shape provisions.

The merchandise, in its condition as imported into the United States, should conform to the facts and the description as set forth both in the ruling request and in this ruling.  In the event that the facts or merchandise are modified in any way, this should be brought to the attention of Customs officials.  The issuance of this ruling does not preclude periodic verification by Customs at the time of importation.
