The tariff classification of men’s knitted garments from China; applicability of HTSUS Chapter 61, Statistical Note 6

Dear Mr. Maser:


In your letter, which was received by this office on May 31, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of Peninsula Knitters Ltd.  As requested, your samples are being returned.

Style: MCS07546 
Garment Description: Men’s 100% cotton, jersey knit pullover, rib knit crew neckline, long sleeves with rib knit cuffs, and a rib knit bottom.  

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: 13 stitches per 2 centimeters

Component Construction: Not knit to shape.

· The front panel has clear and continuous lines of demarcation at the neckline created by a change in knit pattern and full fashion marks at the armholes.  The front panel is knit to shape.

· The back panel has waste yarn at the rear neckline but does not have any shaping either by lines of demarcation or contour knitting to accommodate the curve of the back neckline.  The back panel is not knit to shape.

· The sleeves are knit to shape with a self-start bottom and full fashion marks at the armholes.

· The collar component does not match the component used on the garment.  The garment neckband does not have a self-start bottom and is not knit to shape.
