The tariff classification of footwear from China

Dear Mr. Ramos:


In your letter dated June 13, 2007 you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The submitted sample, identified as style PP 367631 “Metallic Cushion Walk Clog,” is a women’s closed-toe, open back slip-on shoe with a functionally stitched upper that you state is of “PU” rubber/plastic materials.  The shoe has a 4-inch high heel and a rubber/plastic outer sole.  Since this shoe has an upper external surface area predominately of rubber/plastics materials and not of textile, your suggested classification under subheading 6404.19.1560, HTSUS, is not correct.


The applicable subheading for this women’s shoe, style PP 367631 “Metallic Cushion Walk Clog,” will be 6402.99.3165, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for footwear, in which both the upper's and outer sole's external surface is predominately rubber and/or plastics; which does not cover the ankle; in which the upper's external surface area measures over 90% rubber and/or plastics (including accessories or reinforcements); which does not have a foxing-like band; and which is not designed to be a protection against water, oil, grease or chemicals or cold or inclement weather.  The rate of duty will be 6% ad valorem.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


We are returning the sample as you requested.


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
