RE:  The tariff classification of motor vehicles from Korea

Dear Ms. Stacey,


In your letter dated June 22, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The items concerned are two new Tiburon model vehicles and two Tucson model Sport Utility vehicles (SUVs).


The first Tiburon model is a two-door sport coupe, powered by a four-cylinder, 2.0 liter, gas, spark-ignition, internal combustion engine, with seating for five persons. The interior volume is 96.7 cubic feet or 2.74 m3.  You state in your Request that this Tiburon model has a cylinder capacity of more than 1,500 cc, but not more than 3.000 cc.


The applicable classification subheading for the four-cylinder Tiburon model vehicle will be 8703.23.0044, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Motor cars … principally designed for the transport of persons … : … vehicles, with spark-ignition internal combustion reciprocating piston engine: Of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc: Other: New: Having engines with not more than 4 cylinders: Other: Of an interior volume exceeding 2.4 m3 but not exceeding 2.8 m3”. The rate of duty will be 2.5%.


The second Tiburon model is a two-door sport coupe, powered by a six-cylinder, 2.7 liter, gas, spark-ignition, internal combustion engine, with seating for five persons. The interior volume is 96.7 cubic feet or 2.74 m3.  You state in your Request that this Tiburon model has a cylinder capacity of more than 1,500 cc, but not more than 3.000 cc.


The applicable classification subheading for the six-cylinder Tiburon model will be 8703.23.0062, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Motor cars … principally designed for the transport of persons … : …  vehicles, with spark-ignition internal combustion reciprocating piston engine..: Of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc: Other: New: Having engines with more than 4 but not more than 6 cylinders: Of an interior volume not exceeding 2.8 m3”. The rate of duty will be 2.5%.


The first Tucson model is a five-door Sport Utility vehicle (SUV), powered by a four-cylinder, 2.0 liter, gas, spark-ignition, internal combustion engine, with seating for five persons. The interior volume is 125.30 cubic feet or 3.55 m3.  You state in your Request that this Tucson model has a cylinder capacity of more than 1,500 cc, but not more than 3.000 cc.


The applicable classification subheading for the four-cylinder Tucson model Sport Utility vehicle (SUV) will be 8703.23.0052, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “ … motor vehicles principally designed for the transport of persons: … vehicles, with spark-ignition internal combustion reciprocating piston engine: Of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc: Other: New: Having engines with not more than 4 cylinders: Other: Of an interior volume exceeding 3.4 m3”. The rate of duty will be 2.5%.


The second Tucson model is a five-door Sport Utility vehicle (SUV), powered by a six-cylinder, 2.7 liter, gas, spark-ignition, internal combustion engine, with seating for seven persons. The interior volume is 125.30 cubic feet or 3.55 m3. You state in your Request that this Tucson model has a cylinder capacity of more than 1,500 cc, but not more than 3.000 cc.


The applicable classification subheading for the six-cylinder Tucson model Sport Utility vehicle (SUV) will be 8703.23.0068, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “ … motor vehicles principally designed for the transport of persons … : …vehicles, with spark-ignition internal combustion reciprocating piston engine: Of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc: Other: New: Having engines with more than 4 cylinders but not more than 6 cylinders: Of an interior volume exceeding 3.4 m3”. The rate of duty will be 2.5%.
