The tariff classification of an adult costume from China, Taiwan, India and Vietnam. 

Dear Ms. Tsiavos:


In your letter dated July 3, 2007, you requested a classification ruling.  The sample will be returned to you.


The submitted sample, Items 5147 & 5147H, Adult Cha Cha Girl Costume consists of a top, shorts and an apron skirt.  The midriff top is made of knit 100% polyester fabric with woven fabric ruffles.  The short shorts are made of knit 100% polyester fabric with woven fabric ruffles and a tunneled elastic waistband. The long apron skirt is made of woven 100% polyester fabric.  The multi-ruffled garment with a tie at the waist does completely cover the body, but rather leaves a section open intentionally to show off the legs.


Item 5147H is identical to 5147 with the exception that it will be imported on a hanger.


The Adult Cha Cha Costume is well made with a finished neck, styling and embellishments.

The Adult Cha Cha Girl Costume, Items 5147 & 5147H consist of two or more garments.  Note 14 of Section XI, of the HTSUS, requires that textile garments of different headings be separately classified, thus preventing classification of costumes consisting of two or more garments as sets.  If a set cannot exist by application of Note 14, the articles that may be packaged with the garments must also be classified separately. 


 The applicable subheading for the midriff top will be 6114.30.1020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Other garments, knitted or crocheted: Of man-made fibers: Tops, Women’s or girls’." The general duty rate will be 28.2% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 639.



      
The applicable subheading for shorts will be 6104.63.2030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides "Women’s or girls’ suit…breeches and shorts…knitted or crocheted: Of synthetic fibers: Other: Other, Shorts: Women’s." The duty rate will be 28.2% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 648.


The applicable subheading for the apron skirt will be 6211.43.0091, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Track suits and swimwear; other garments: Other garments women’s or girls’: Of man-made fibers, Other." The duty rate will be 16% ad valorem.  The textile category designation is 659.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
