This item is put up for retail sale for the amusement of children. 


It should be noted that the doll and accessories are manufactured and packaged in China.  The doll food is manufactured and packaged in Germany.


The applicable subheading for the Zapf Baby Born White 17” Doll will be 9503.00.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars…dolls,other toys…parts and accessories thereof… Other. The rate of duty will be Free.
