The tariff classification of a straw birdhouse from China

Dear Mr. Hoffacker:


In your letter dated July 16, 2007, on behalf of the importer, Big Lots Stores Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The ruling was requested on a 12” Straw Birdhouse, item # P950133.  A sample of the product and an import data sheet were submitted.  The sample will be returned to you as you requested.


The sample consists of a 12” high birdhouse made of dried and flattened rush-like stems, similar to seagrass.  The birdhouse is composed of a rectangular bottom section with a hole in one panel and a permanently attached thatch style roof.  It is reinforced with an inner metal frame.  The birdhouse has a seagrass cord hanger on top.   


The applicable subheading for the 12” Straw Birdhouse, item # P950133, will be 4602.19.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for basketwork, wickerwork and other articles made from plaiting materials; of other (non-enumerated) vegetable materials, other (than wickerwork).  The rate of duty will be 2.3 percent ad valorem.
