The tariff classification of women’s knitted garments from Hong Kong, China and undetermined countries; applicability of HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6


In your letter dated July 20, 2007, you requested a classification ruling. The provided samples are being returned as per your request.


Your request involves the applicability of the “knit to shape” provisions of Heading 6110 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).  Customs and Border Protection (CBP) has published an Informed Compliance Publication entitled Classification of Knit to Shape Garments under HTSUS Heading 6110, available at www.cbp.gov (click on “Publications” and “Informed Compliance Publications”).  This publication provides detailed explanations and many illustrated examples of the term “knit to shape” as defined in HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6.  If you study this publication and then review your garments with their components in the condition in which they come off the knitting machine, you may find that it is not necessary to obtain rulings for every single garment, but only for those which are unique and not covered by the publication.


Following is a description of the sample that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provision that applies.

Style Number:  6699

Garment Description: Women’s 100% cotton knit fabric cardigan that features a ribbed knit rounded collar, a full front opening with a rib knit finish and seven buttons, long sleeves and a ribbed knit finish at the cuffs and garment bottom.   

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count:  Over nine stitches per two centimeters 


HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: Equal to or less than eighteen stitches per two centimeters 

Component Construction: There are no clear and continuous lines of demarcation on the necklines of the front and back panels. The garment is not knit to shape.

Style Number:  6692

Garment Description: Women’s 100% cotton knit fabric cardigan that features a scooped neckline, a full front opening with a one button closure, a ribbed knit finish at the shoulder area, short sleeves with a ruffle-like ribbed knit finish and a ruffle-like ribbed knit finish garment bottom.   

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count:  Over nine stitches per two centimeters 


HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: Equal to or less than eighteen stitches per two centimeters 

Component Construction: The placket components are not knit to length; both are more than double the length of the garment plackets. The garment is not knit to shape.
HTSUS Number: 6110.20.2079

Style Number:  6701

Garment Description: Women’s 100% cotton knitted top that features a deep v-neck ribbed knit collar, long sleeves with a ribbed knit finish at the cuff and a seven inch ribbed knit self-start garment bottom.   

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count:  Over nine stitches per two centimeters 


HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: Equal to or less than eighteen stitches per two centimeters 

Component Construction: Based on the exposure at the front, the garment does not warrant classification within subheading 6110, HTSUS. The garment is considered a top of subheading 6114, HTSUS. The knit to shape provisions of Chapter 61, Statistical Note 6 do not apply to garments classified as tops.

The merchandise, in its condition as imported into the United States, should conform to the facts and the description as set forth both in the ruling request and in this ruling.  In the event that the facts or merchandise are modified in any way, this should be brought to the attention of Customs officials.  The issuance of this ruling does not preclude periodic verification by Customs at the time of importation.
