Dear Mr. Fragomeli:


In your letter dated July 26, 2007, you requested a classification ruling.  The samples which you submitted are being returned as requested.


The submitted sample, Sloth Costume Adult W will be imported as:

The Sloth Costume consists of a top, pants and eye mask made of knit polyester fabric and toy remote control.  The top has long sleeves, a collar, laces with metal grommets on each side and a full front opening with a hook and loop closure that closes right over left.  The top is trimmed with lace at the bottom and front.  The pants extend to just below the knee and are trimmed with lace.  On each pant leg there is a slit and laces with metal grommets on each leg.  The shaped sleep mask has elastic at the back.


The costume is well made with lacing, styling and embellishments.

The Sloth Costume consists of two or more garments.  Note 14 of Section XI, of the HTSUS, requires that textile garments of different headings be separately classified, thus preventing classification of costumes consisting of two or more garments as sets.  If a set cannot exist by application of Note 14, the articles that may be packaged with the garments must also be classified separately. 

 The applicable subheading for the top will be 6106.20.2010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Woman’s or girls’ blouses and shirts, knitted or crocheted: Of man-made fibers: Other, Woman’s.”  The duty rate will be 32% ad valorem.  The textile category designation is 639.

 The applicable subheading for the pants will be 6104.63.2011, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Women’s or girls’…trousers…knitted or crocheted: Trousers…Of synthetic fibers: Other: Other, Trousers and breeches: Other." The duty rate will be 28.2% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 648. 


 The applicable subheading for the eye mask will be 6307.90.9889, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other made up textile articles, other. The rate of duty will be 7%. 


 The applicable subheading for toy remote control, will be 9503.00.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Tricycles…other toys; reduced-size ("scale") models and similar recreational models, working or not; puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free. 


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
