Dear Ms. Mannisto:


In your letter dated August 2, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The first product, Pramipexole Dihydrochloride, is indicated for the treatment of Parkinson’s disease.


The second product, Meropenem is a synthetic, broad spectrum, carbapenem antibiotic and is used for the treatment of various bacterial infections.


 The applicable subheading for the Pramipexole Dihydrochloride, imported in bulk form, will be 2934.20.4000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Nucleic acids and their salts, whether or not chemically defined; other heterocyclic compounds: Compounds containing in the structure a benzothiazole ring-system (whether or not hydrogenated), not further fused: Other: Other: Products described in additional U.S. note 3 to section VI."  Pursuant to General Note 13, HTSUS, the rate of duty will be free.


The applicable subheading for the Meropenem, imported in bulk form, will be 2941.90.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Antibiotics: Other: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be free.
