In your letter dated October 24, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


Both products, Naproxen and Naproxen Sodium are nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAID) possessing analgesic, antipyretic and anti-inflammatory properties.


The applicable subheading for the Naproxen and Naproxen Sodium in bulk form, will be 2918.99.3000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Carboxylic acids with additional oxygen function and their anhydrides, halides, peroxides and peroxyacids; their halogenated, sulfonated, nitrated or nitrosated derivatives: Other: Aromatic: Drugs.”  Pursuant to General Note 13, HTS, the rate of duty for both products will be free.
