Dear Mr. Buege:


In your letter dated November 27, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


Descriptive literature was submitted with your letter.  HY-YEP 99 powder, product code 34740TT, is an autolyzed yeast extract (protein hydrolysate) obtained from the hydrolysis of Baker’s yeast.  The beige-colored powder is packed in 15 kg plastic-lined cartons and used in a wide variety of savory applications.


The applicable subheading for the autolyzed yeast extract will be 2106.90.9998, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere specified or included other…other… other.  The rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.
