The tariff classification of children’s costumes from China.

Dear Ms. Ford:


In your letter dated March 3, 2008, you requested a classification ruling.  The samples which you submitted are being returned as requested.


Styles 172156 Princess Costume Dress and 17216C Beauty Costume Dress are made of woven 100% polyester.  


Style 172156 Princess Costume Dress is long in length and has sheer long sleeves, a multi layered skirt, off shoulder neckline with thin straps and a hook and loop closure at the back.


Style 17216C Beauty Costume Dress is long in length, with long sleeves and a gored skirt.  There is a faux jewel at the middle of the off shoulder stand-up neckline. 


The costumes are well made with styling, finished edges and drop waist.


  The applicable subheading for the Styles 172156 and 17216C will be 6204.43.4040, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for provides for "Women’s or girls’ suits, ensembles, suit-type jackets, blazers, dresses, . . . Dresses: Of synthetic fibers: Other: Other, Other: Girls’.”  The duty rate will be 16 percent ad valorem. The textile category designation is 636.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.
