Dear Forstenzer:


In your letter dated March 6, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The first product, Ciclesonide, is in a class of steroids called Glucocorticoid and is used in the treatment of obstructive airway diseases such as asthma. 


The second product, Imipenem, is derived from Thienamycin, a naturally occurring carbapenem antibiotic produced by Streptomyces cattleya.  It is used in the treatment of serious bacterial infections.


The third product, Cilastatin Sodium is an enzyme inhibitor of dehydropeptidase I (DHP I), and is used in combination with Imipenem to treat bacterial infections.


The applicable subheading for the Ciclesonide in bulk powder form will be 2937.29.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Hormones, prostaglandins, thromboxanes and leukotrienes, natural or reproduced by synthesis; derivatives and structural analogues thereof, including chain modified polypeptides, used primarily as hormones: Steroidal hormones, their derivatives and structural analogues: Other: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be free.


The applicable subheading for the Imipenem in bulk powder form will be 2941.90.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Antibiotics: Other: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be free. 


The applicable subheading for the Cilastatin Sodium in bulk powder form will be 2930.90.9135, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Organo-sulfur compounds: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other: Drugs.”  Pursuant to General Note 13, HTSUS the rate of duty will be free.
