The tariff classification of ceramic tableware from China.

Dear Sir or Madam:


In your undated letter, received by us on March 26, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The subject merchandise, based on the photos and information submitted, consists of the following ceramic tableware items:

SKU 501-503 – 14” square platter valued at $4.47

SKU 504-506 – 14” square bowl valued at $4.94

SKU 507-509 –  6” square bowl valued at $1.00

SKU 510-512 – 12” x 8” curved platter valued at $3.06

SKU 513-515 – 10” x 9” square bowl valued at $3.29

SKU 516-518 – 10” x 12” rectangle tray valued at $3.29

SKU 519-521 –  6” x 9” rectangle tray valued at $2.18

SKU 522-524 – 14” x 9” curved bowl valued at $4.71

SKU 525-527 – 18” x 8” bread platter valued at $4.70

SKU 528-530 – 18” round platter valued at $6.59


You indicate that the items are made of stoneware ceramics, composed of course-grained stoneware clay bodies with reactive decorative glazing, and that they are intended for food and home design use.

The applicable subheading for SKU 501-503 – 14” square platter, SKU 510-512 – 12” x 8” curved platter, SKU 525-527 – 18” x 8” bread platter, and SKU 528-530 – 18” round platter, will be 6912.00.4500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Ceramic tableware… other than of porcelain or china… platters valued over $35 per dozen.”  The rate of duty will be 4.5% ad valorem.


The applicable subheading for SKU 504-506 – 14” square bowl, SKU 507-509 – 6” square bowl, SKU 513-515 – 10” x 9” square bowl, SKU 516-518 – 10” x 12” rectangle tray, SKU 519-521 – 6” x 9” rectangle tray, and SKU 522-524 – 14” x 9” curved bowl, will be 6912.00.4810, HTSUS, which provides for “Ceramic tableware… other than of porcelain or china…Suitable for food or drink contact.”  The rate of duty will be 9.8% ad valorem.
