The tariff classification of Roof Melt Tablets from China

Dear Ms. Wing:


In your letter dated April 29, 2008 you requested a tariff classification ruling for Roof Melt Tablets.  Samples were submitted for review with your request and will not be returned.


The item in question is a hockey-puck sized tablet designed to prevent damage to roofs caused by ice dams.  The tablet is tossed onto the roof, eliminating the need for ladders, shovels or other extension equipment.  When the tablet comes in contact with water, it melts down and settles on the roof’s surface.  The concentrated snow-melt solution breaks up the existing ice dam, allowing the water to drain safely to the ground.  The tablet, composed of 90% calcium chloride and 10% boric acid, is a chemical mixture of inorganic compounds.  


The applicable subheading for the Roof Melt Tablets will be 3824.90.3900, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Prepared binders for foundry molds or cores; chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included:  Other:  Other:  Mixtures of two or more inorganic compounds:  Other.  The rate of duty will be free.
