Dear Ms. Guzman:


In your letter dated April 30, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling on the following flimsy costumes which is being returned upon your request.


Style 5036, Minnie Mouse (Child), is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a dress, a headband and a bow, with the dress imparting the essential character.

Style 6393, Lightning McQueen Pit Crew (Child), is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a jumpsuit, a cap and a fake headset, with the jumpsuit imparting the essential character.

Style 7146, Spectacular Spider-Man (Child), is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a jumpsuit and a mask, with the jumpsuit imparting the essential character.

Style 7148, Handy Manny (Child), is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a jumpsuit and a cap, with the jumpsuit imparting the essential character.

Style 7182, Optimus Prime (Child), is a flimsy textile costume set that consists of a jumpsuit with attached chest and a mask, with the jumpsuit with attached chest imparting the essential character.

Although all of these styles have styling features and/or well-made embellishments, the preponderance of their elements is flimsy. The samples are being returned upon your request.


The applicable subheading for styles 5036, Minnie Mouse (Child), 6393, Lightning McQueen Pit Crew (Child), 7146, Spectacular Spider-Man (Child), 7148, Handy Manny (Child), and style 7182, Optimus Prime (Child), will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.
