The tariff classification of Kinoki Cleansing Detox Foot Pads from China

Dear Mr. Mason:


In your letter dated May 14, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling for Kinoki Cleansing Detox Foot Pads.  A sample was submitted with your request and will not be returned.  


The sample consists of a package containing 14 cleansing detox foot pads and 14 self adhesive patches.  The detox pad is placed in the center of the adhesive patch and applied to the bottom of the foot.  Each pad contains bamboo vinegar, tourmaline, trehalose, lavender essential oil, various extracts and inorganic compounds.  As indicated in your letter, the foot pads are used to absorb impurities and aid in the natural cleansing of the body while sleeping.  


The applicable subheading will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Prepared binders for foundry molds or cores; chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
