The tariff classification of an adult costume from China.

Dear Ms. Cooper:


In your letter dated June 9, 2008, on behalf of Smiffys and BUYSEASONS, you requested a classification ruling.  The samples will be returned to you.


 The submitted sample, Style 35001 Bijou Southern Belle Costume consists of a top, skirt and shoe clips.  The corset-style garment and skirt are made of woven 100% polyester.  The corset-style top has a scoop neckline trimmed with lace-like fabric, ribbon lacing at the back and is styled to a point at the front bottom.  It does not provide any support.  The skirt has an elasticized waistband and a bottom trimmed with lace-like fabric and two fabric flowers.  The shoe clips are made with a flower and feathers.


The applicable subheading for the corset-like garment will be 6211.43.0091, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Track suits and swimwear; other garments: Other garments, women’s or girls’: Of man-made fibers, Other." The duty rate will be 16% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 659.


The applicable subheading for skirt will be 6204.53.3010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Women’s or girls’ suits,…skirts…(other than swimwear): Skirts and divided skirts: Of synthetic fibers: Other: Other, Girls’." The duty rate will be 16% ad valorem. The textile category is 642.


The applicable subheading for the shoe clips will be 7117.19.9000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Imitation jewelry: Of base metal, whether or not plated with precious metal: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be 11% ad valorem.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.
