The tariff classification of a decorative agglomerated stone article from China

Dear Ms. Ramsey:


In your letter dated July 9, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A representative sample was submitted with your ruling request. 


The subject article is described as “Frisky Feline Tape Dispenser” – item number 65210.  The item is an agglomerated stone tape dispenser in the shape of a black and white cat figurine.  The cat is lying on its back with its paws upright in the air and its tail curled to one side.  The cat can hold one roll of tape in its front paws and a serrated blade in its back paws.  The dispenser can accommodate a tape roll with a one-inch diameter core.  The overall measurements are 5 ½ inches in length x 2 ¾ inches width x 3 inches in height.  


You indicated in your letter that the feline tape dispenser is composed of limestone powder uniformly agglomerated with plastic resin throughout the body of the article.


The applicable subheading for the decorative agglomerated stone article - item number 65210 - will be 6810.99.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for articles of…artificial stone, whether or not reinforced: other articles: other: other.  The rate of duty will be free.
