Dear Ms. Kay:


In your letter dated July 7, 2008 you requested a classification ruling.


The submitted sample is a rug.  The decorative rug is shaped to resemble a 5 petal flower.  The face or walking surface is made from 100 percent polyester knit pile fabric.  The center layer is made from a plastic foam.  The back of the rug is made from 100 percent cotton woven fabric.  Two floral appliqués are sewn to the face and the edges are finished with a knit fabric binding.        


The applicable subheading for the rug will be 5705.00.2030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other carpets and other textile floor coverings, whether or not made up: other… of man-made fibers. The duty rate will be 3.3 percent ad valorem.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


The rug falls within textile category 665.  With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.  Quota and visa requirements are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.  To obtain the most current information on quota and visa requirements applicable to this merchandise, we suggest you check, close to the time of shipment, the “Textile Status Report for Absolute Quotas” which is available on our web site at www.cbp.gov.
