The applicable subheading for The Silent Guardian™ Protection System if imported into the United States will be 9301.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Military weapons, other than revolvers, pistols and the arms of heading 9307: Other: Other: Other.”  The rate of duty will be free.
