Dear Ms. Fish:

In your letter dated July 30, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The merchandise that is the subject of this ruling request is identified as a Rubik’s Gift Set.  The product is comprised of a full size Rubik’s Cube puzzle, a junior version of the Rubik’s Cube puzzle and an instructional DVD on solving the puzzle cube.  You suggested classification for the product as a game in 9504.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).  The Rubik’s Cube is considered a puzzle and puzzles are specifically provided for in 9503.00.0080, HTSUS, the tariff provision for toys.  

The applicable subheading for the Rubik’s Gift Set will be 9503.00.0080, HTSUS, which provides for “Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof…Other.”  The rate of duty will be free.
