In your letter dated July 28, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The submitted sample is a piece of fleece fabric.  You state that the fabric is 100% polyester fleece which is imported on bolts.  The fabric measures approximately 75” x 60” and has a 2” sewn seam on one side.  It is embellished with images from the SpongeBob SquarePants cartoon series and, you indicate, can be used by the consumer to make throws, blankets, or window coverings to coordinate with your bedding products.  The finished seam makes this piece of fabric made up according to Note 7 to Section XI, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).  

The applicable subheading for the made-up fabric will be 6307.90.9889, HTSUS, which provides for other made up textile articles, other. The rate of duty will be 7% ad valorem.
