The tariff classification of an agglomerated stone article from China

Dear Mr. Budhrani:

In your letter received on August 8, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling regarding a toothbrush holder.  A representative sample was submitted and was sent to our U.S. Customs and Border Protection Laboratory for analysis.  The laboratory has now completed its analysis.

The product under consideration is described as “Saranac Toothbrush Holder with Night Light”.  The item is an agglomerated stone toothbrush holder in the shape of a lantern which incorporates a night light.  The article is designed to accommodate four toothbrushes.   The night light consists of three LED bulbs, three L1154 coin cell batteries and one power switch.  The complete article measures approximately six inches in height.

The greater portion of the body of this product consists of the agglomerated stone toothbrush holder.  The essential character of this article is imparted by the toothbrush holder.  The product will be used predominately to hold toothbrushes.

You indicate in your letter that the toothbrush holder is composed of natural limestone powder uniformly agglomerated with plastic resin throughout the body of the article.

Analysis of the sample by our laboratory is consistent with your description of its composition. 

The applicable subheading for the “Saranac Toothbrush Holder with Night Light” will be 6810.99.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for articles of…artificial stone, whether or not reinforced: other articles: other: other. The rate of duty will be free.
